‘T Mexican Revoluton, in 1910, had a geatimpacton he amily of my great
grandparent. I the iy of Herez, Zacalecas, ved Eleno Carera, Foreincia Sandova,and their
e chidren, A s ime the Revoluton had begun, The people were ightingfor land and berty.
Mexico at tis fime was run by the el and the govemment The restof the pecple were s sives,
forced to work the land for small wages. Then the Revoluton seized Mexico, marspoer o work
he land became scarce, The effct waslack ofgrain and oer vegetaon, wich,the people
depended on forsunvival,and by 1914, Mexico sufered of unger. Among the many who died of
Starvation eght were member o the Carrra family: Eleno and seven o the chidren. The sunivors
‘were Forsincia and wo o herdaughtrs, Marciala and Masimina, Togethe,they contiued o
Stuggle for survival. They remained on Rancho LaGavia unt 1915, when agedy occured. There
were aunts, uncles, cousins, and second famyreatons. Bt tis i not mean  hing when it
came o sharing food. This was because when l came o suival,only the immediate family
matiered, so Floreincia and her chiden were on e own. Marcial was eleven and Mamina
as thirteen. Th two ofthem decided f tae matrs into thelr own hands, Ther uncle had a
garden ofgreen beass, and they were hungr. o hey cimbed ovr he fence, and as they
eached for the beans they were caught. They were caught by thei uncie, who caled the
aulhortes on them, Thegifs were taken infothe oy, which was e ies from the fanch, and
heir mother olowed o foot When they arived n Herez, tey were placed infront of 2 judge o
stand el When the judge asked the g what hey had done, he g g him, “They stce
beans from ther undl's garcn, because they were hungy. The judge was startied. He shamed
theiruncke and released the it 1 their oher He ordered her o take them back home.
Floreincia expianed to the jadge that she could not go urher. She was weak fiom noteatng,and
the wak wasjst oo far. The judge advised thom 1 60 0 the church.

At s tme Floreincia changed relgons. When the judge told he 0,60t the church she
6 justihat She went 0 the Cathoi Church, wich she belonged o, buttey were umed away.

They came from el Sofira, a rancho located i the Sirra Madre Mountans, n th stz
of Zacatecas. They maried and et o Herez Zacatecas. There they remaned t aise tei fanly.
The names ofthei chidren were Miguel, Eleardo, Modesta, Roberta,and Maria, e made s
iving a5 2 sheep fanne, and coninue 1o raise i famiy untl approximately 1285,

They wou pregre the s, and n May they wouid
plant ek seeds. They grew com and beans. In augut their crops wereready o harvest and for
he marke. The land was asorichin suppying nopales, Which iso gave of unas.

My fathe ationdod schoo il 1932, Accarding oy father s tme genders were
separaied. The gis ad e school, and he boys had theis. n 1927-1927 fahers wer forced o
send thei chikren toschoo, tats when my father began school. I 1932 he schools were frced
1960c0ed. I he oy of Mguel Cebals, his was very wiong,He immedately puled his sons
outof chool. He then sent hem o the ranch He did tis so bt when the aw came acking for
the chidren o send them 0 shod) they were nowhers 0 be seen.

My fathr was never veryrelious,even hough my ather was sutcunded by eigion and
inthe befiefof God. He grew up 1 be an Athest. A a oung chd my father was takento church
every weekend by his Aunt Maria Maria was a nunof he Cathol Church. He remembers
‘sperding ime wihher he got o now the church que well. s he rew up nd he began o read,
e learmed abouthe comuptin inthe churches and he sared o put ings kogether. (see
appendix 3) Around the age ofine, he startd fo havehis doubis about God's existence. Ho woukd
hen hid everyime he knew his auntwas comingfo pick im up. He then spped going o chutch
omgieel.He atrbutes tis 1 educaton. He says educaton opers the eyes of the people,
because once they become educaled, they o longe ha o depend on the church. Meaning that
once educated you are o nger ignorant.
